To take part in our swimming session children MUST be able to swim safely unaided or with the use of a floatation
aid, you must make staff aware at time of booking swimming session if your child is unable to swim unaided. For our
Super Soaker sessions please bring your own Super Soaker which must be labelled with your child’s name.

For scoot 'n’ blade session(s) children MUST bring their own scooter/blades and a helmet—if the weather permits we will
be running these sessions outside and a helmet is COMPULSORY, pads are optional but recommended.

Please also ensure that your child is wearing sun screen and that spare sunscreen is available for them in their bags—
the centre does not provide sunscreen.

All items that your child brings to the Holiday Club must be labelled with their name this includes packed lunch, towels,
swim wear, flotation aids helmets.
